Walking through the halls of this
restored 1770 whaling captain’s home,
it’s almost as il you can see its history
unfolding before your eyes. From 1819 to
1832, Christopher Mitchell, who ran a
distinguished Nantucket shipping
company, owned the building. In 1859,
Edward C. Joy, the caplain of the lydia
and the Constitution, took ownership
until 1866. It wasn’t until 1920 that the
residence was turned into a Nantuckel
inn — which it has operated as ever since.

Once a double house, the Union Streel
Inn was later transformed inlo a single
dwelling. The converted building
conlains six bays and a column in the
middle of the stair hall which you can see
as you walk in the {ront door.
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Up the narrow staircase and through
the halls, you can feel the uneven
floorboards so common to houses of this
period beneath your feet. Each room
greets you with a splash of white, yellow
or blue, and a collection of designer
furniture. In addition, all rooms have their
very own flat-screen TVs, a welcome
modern touch amidst all the history.

Serumptious breakfasts featuring
blueberry buttermilk pancakes, eggs
Benedict, French toast with fresh fruit or
a scrambled egg omelet, among other
tasty treals, are offered daily. The Union
Streel Inn is the only B&B on-island that
serves a full breakfast to its guests —
even in bed!
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Owners and hosts Ken and Deborah

interests. After a day of shopping,
strolling and sight-seeing, cozy up in one
of the six guest-rooms with a working
[ireplace or enjoy a cup of coffee on the
outdoor patio.
